Academic TestsAcademic Tests: All students are allowed to take two tests, but are required to take at least one. There are five levels: 
Middle School 1, Middle School Advanced, High School 1, High School 2, High School 3, and High School Advanced. The 
tests will be: Latin Derivatives, Daily Life, Grammar, Mottoes/Quotes/Abbreviations, Mythology, Pentathlon, Roman Daily 
Life, and Latin Vocabulary. 

Open Certamen: There will be a Certamen session, for Middle School and for High School. Teams will be composed of 
students from different schools. Each competition will consist of 3 rounds. The divisions will be the same as for academic 
tests. 

Workshops: All delegates should attend 2 of the following workshops: Latin Insults, Making Coins, Mayhem and Madness 
in the House of Atreus, Reading a Roman Coin, or Hacking the Net, Latine.
